NEPAL- TPS Expired August 5, 2025.

On August 20, 2025, the Appeals Court ruled that the
government could terminate TPS for citizens of Nepal,
despite an earlier decision that had delayed those
terminations until November. The case is still ongoing,
but in the meantime Nepali TPS holders no longer have
valid immigration status.

Upon termination of TPS, any work authorization
based on that TPS grant is terminated as well.
Individuals whose only lawful status is TPS, and/or
whose work authorization is based on TPS, may be
considered unlawfully present and may no longer be
authorized to work legally.

PLEASE CONSIDER THE FOLLOWING

e Speak to a Trusted Legal Representative- If you have not
already done so, you should consult with an immigration legal
service provider to see if you qualify for any other legal
pathways to remain in the US. Find Legal Help:
Documented.info (NYC), ImportaMi Service Map (National),
National Immigration Legal Services.

¢ If You Have a Pending Immigration Court Date -If you are
currently in immigration court proceedings, do not leave the
U.S. without speaking to an attorney. Leaving while your case is
pending without formally informing the immigration court may
result in a removal order in your absence.

e If You’ve Applied for an Immigration Benefit and have a
pending immigration application with USCIS (e.g., asylum
or other adjustment of status) you may be able to stay in
the U.S. while your application is reviewed, but you should
confirm with a legal expert. You should carry proof of the
pending application, such as the receipt notice, with you
at all times.
